On Friday, the Catholic bishops of the United States vowed to fight a mandate from
the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) forcing all health care plans to
provide contraception and sterilization coverage. This will revoke a decades-long
conscience exemption for religiously affiliated plans.

Archbishop Vigneron on Saturday made the following remarks
regarding the mandate:

"During the same week we commemorated the life, ministry, and
message of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. and his advancement of civil
rights in this country, the Federal Government took the
unprecedented step to affirm its discrimination against Americans
exercising their right of conscience. With its edict on contraception
and sterilization coverage in all health insurance plans, the
Department of Health and Human Services is forcing insurers and
purchasers to choose whether or not to violate their moral and
religious beliefs. The inalienable rights guaranteed in our country's
founding documents are being trampled. Where is the 'liberty' in a
decision to intrude on freedom of conscience? The Constitution
speaks of 'freedom of religion,' not 'freedom from religion.’

"Lawmakers in Washington need to step up, step in, and protect the
rights of their fellow citizens from a government mandate that is truly
unconscionable. This fight against the Federal Government's over-
reaching exercise of its power is everybody's fight. As Pope Benedict
reminded us just days ago, as citizens of the United States, we
Catholics serve the whole nation by our witness to our moral
convictions and our defense of the liberties that will always be ours
by right, not by the permission of the government."

In today's Gospel, Jesus is the confident, self-assured teacher. Yes, he works a
miracle. But before we get caught up in that, we should look at how Mark portrays
him. Right at the beginning of the Gospel, Jesus enters the synagogue in
Capernaum and starts to teach. Unlike the scribes who
would appeal to the words of Jewish teachers to support
their teaching, Jesus comes across as confident in his conﬁdent
own authority. He has no need to reference what others
have handed on. Instead, his teaching commands
respect because he shows its truth through his deeds.

We can become confident in our faith by practicing "
it. As we see in the Gospel from the very first chapter of Mark, Jesus was confident
in both word and deed. We can do the same. By reading the Scriptures regularly we
become attuned to Christ's teaching. We absorb the knowledge. And by acting on
Christ's teaching through our worship of God and love of neighbor we are
performing the deeds of faith. The skills become second nature as we put into
practice what we have been taught by Christ.
